Science Safety Rules in the Lab

For the protection of students and school materials, these rules are strictly enforced. Students will become familiar with these rules and guidelines before entering the lab. All students will be expected to act appropriately at all times. Consequences for inappropriate actions include removal from the current lab activity AND future activities, as well as parent notification.

1. Do not borrow, damage, or destroy science equipment. Payment for lost, stolen, or broken equipment is required.

2. Wear safety goggles and aprons when required by Mr. Landers.

3. Never use any chemical or piece of science equipment to tease or possibly injure another student.

4. Do not create a dangerous situation in the lab by running, pushing, tripping, fighting, or horseplay in general.

5. No food or drink allowed while working in the lab.

6. Always pay attention to your station while working in the lab.

7. Never sit on the lab counters or tabletops.

8. Do not mix chemicals or perform unscheduled experiments without Mr. Landers’ approval.

9. Use only the chemicals and equipment designated by Mr. Landers.

10. Handle all substances labeled “dangerous” according to Mr. Landers’ instructions.

11. Use only the indicated amount of a chemical. Take no more than you are supposed to take.

12. Pull back long hair and roll up long sleeves when working with chemicals and Bunsen burners.

13. Shoes are required at all times in the lab.

14. Rinse any acid, base, or other chemical off your skin with copious amounts of water. Notify Mr. Landers immediately.

15. Put all waste in properly marked containers. Some chemicals cannot be poured down the drain safely.

16. Immediately report any accident or spill to Mr. Landers.

17. Know where the following are located: fire extinguisher, gas shut-off, paper towels, broken glass container, and phone.

18. Bunsen burners and strikers are to be used only for the designated lab activity. DO NOT play with the strikers or attempt to burn items other than what the lab indicates.

19. Turn Bunsen burners off by shutting off the gas valve.

20. Keep books, papers, and other flammable items a reasonable distance from open flames.

21. Never heat a closed container.

22. Always point the open end of test tubes and flasks away from you and others when heating them.

23. Clean up all spills immediately and notify Mr. Landers.
24. Allow hot glassware to cool before placing in the sink, rinsing it, or cleaning it.

25. Place all broken glass in the broken glass container – not the garbage can.

26. Return all goggles and aprons to their appropriate places when you are finished.

27. All lab equipment should be returned to its original location when you are finished with the lab.

28. Wash your hands with soap and water immediately after working with chemicals.

29. Be sure all sinks, counters, and lab equipment are clean, and the gas valve is turned off (if it was used) before you leave.

30. Always think about the safety of yourself and others when working in the lab.
